Course objectives for this and other technical competency assignments: 
Students will work together in teams of two to complete regular graded assignments 

that demonstrate course skills and competencies including:  coding Web pages in HTML

and XHMTL; creating Cascading Style Sheets (CSS);  and designing, editing, and

manipulating visual elements including photographs and graphics. These four

assignments (worth five points each) will contribute 20 points toward your final grade.

1.This assignment has two parts. The first part requires you to work at home on your laptop or desktop computer to download and explore a HTML text editor. Here’s some suggestions:

2. The second part requires you to hand-code your “This I Believe” essay. I suggest you follow the guidelines in the handout “Process for Creating a Basic Page.” You MUST you a text editor to do this, such as NotePad or Taco. You cannot use Microsoft word to do this. You can use Bbedit—we will take time in class on Tuesday to do this—but you cannot use the shortcut menu options that write the tags for you. THE PURPOSE OF THIS ASSIGNMENT IS FOR YOU TO WRITE ALL THE TAGS AND LEARN THE BASIC MAKE-UP OF A PAGE—HEAD, BODY, CLOSING. 

3. The third part of this assignment—for the intermediates in the class requiring more of a challenge—is to research online (use the W3School site or the Webmoneky sites for example) and find the HTML code that enables you to publish an audio file on a page.

First, find out how to do it, and second put the code into your “This I Believe” essay page.
