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The goal of the end of the first half of today’s class is to have a Web page up in your people emich space. 

1. To get started, open your Batschlet book to page 21 and begin following along with her. You will be composing your first html page hand-coding that page. 

2. The instructions for writing the head elements begin on page 22. Following the instructions in the EXERCISE boxes. Use whatever text you like to compose the page. I suggest you use your essay—but that is optional: any text will due now. 

3. When you get to page 33 STOP. Let Dr. Tracy know you’re here. 

4. Make sure you save your page and give it a “good” name, one that will eventually appear in the URL—the Web address of the page. For example, you might name your page firstassgignment.html or believeessay.html.

Remember—no spaces, all lower cases, and file extensions count.

1. Make sure you have a people emich account. If you don’t, go to this page 

http://people.emich.edu/
and follow the instructions. If you do, wait for the class to catch up before you go on to the next step. You can use the time to continue to tweak your page or explore Bbedit.

THE FINAL STEP—WORKING WITH FETCH TO INSTALL YOUR PAGE 

WAIT—WE WILL DO THIS STEP AS A CLASS----

Fetch is a FTP program--file transfer protocol--it sends your file to the emich server, the Internet “host” of your pages. EMICH requires a secure FTP program know as SFTP. (other systems may not) Here’s some FETCH help:

1. Launch Fetch (the brown little dog.)

2. Find the pull-down menu at the top that says “Open New Connection”. It will ask you for the Host. Fill in     people.emich.edu 
3. Next put in your user name and password (the people emich and emich logons are the same).
4. Next look and see what is there. You may  have files already or find old files from a former owner of the space! (I did!). You can delete any unwanted files.
5. Explore the pull down menus. Find the menu option that says “Create a new directory.” Open that menu and create a directory called writetoweb This directory will contain your files for the course, especially your portfolio page. 
6.  Look again at the Fetch menu options. Find the put and get selections. Use the put option to select the html file you just created. “Put” your file (tracyessay.html for example) in your people emich writetoweb directory.
7. Open a Web browser to see if you have successfully published the page.
8. Congratulations! You’re on the Web!
