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This is a team in-class assignment that will ideally pull your growing technological fluency and understanding together. It will also help you prepare for the exam, which is scheduled for 2.21.07 and based on the course readings. In the exam, you will be expected to demonstrate a growing understanding of the concepts presented in the course readings and class discussions. You'll get practice doing just that and also practice working with HTML ,BBedit, and CSS at the same time.

1.Review the course ppt (1.17.07.ppt that describes the trilogy list concept and defines rhetorical, technical, and aesthetic objectives of Web writing).

2.Look at the YouTube Web site that contains this year’s Super Bowl Ads

4. Next, look at the ads and start developing a trilogy list. Consider, what consistent rhetorical, technical, and aesthetic strategies can you find? (There are no wrong answers here—simply write down what you find. However, it is important to support your argument with specific details from the examples you have.

6. Next, open BBedit and create a document called trilogylist.html. Start creating a Web page based on the list you and your partner are developing Create links to the relevant examples you're writing about. Add other content as you are able and inclined--headlines, images, etc. 

7. Save your work. If you have time and know how, post this page to your people emich space. 

8. If you're feeling particularly clever and courageous today, add some CSS styles 

(see pages 49, 50, 51 of the Batschelet book. 

9. Save all your work and be ready to discuss it with the class. If you've published your page, send the url to Dr. Tracy.
