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Undergraduates in the class will take the first of two short exams on the Batschelet text on Wednesday, February 21. The exam will take approximately 30 minutes. The format of the exam includes defining terms, answering essay questions, and doing a brief analysis.

The exam will be based SOLEY on a reading of the text AND a working knowledge of the components of the trilogy list—rhetorical, technical, and aesthetic criteria we’ve been discussing. The exam will cover Chapter 1-6 of the text. It is worth 10 points toward your final grade. The second exam--now scheduled for April 11--will be on chapters 7-13 of the text. 

What the exam will cover: meta or higher level concepts such as: 

1. How audience is related to purpose (rhetorical strategy). 

2. Varieties of organizational schemes and structures. 

3. Differences between HTML and XHTML. (technical strategy)

4. The Web Standards Movement

5. The purpose of CSS (aesthetic strategy) 

6. The difference between external and internal style sheets.

7. Text guidelines for writing on the Web. (rhetorical strategy) 

8. Copyright and the Web.
